Block of the Month ccQ May 2007 CARD TRICK

Updated CCQ Pattemn from September 1986 9 Patch - 12" block
Please: Check Patiern Measurements for Distance and Seams Before cutting fabric

Use your choice of 4 Basic PRIMARY color prints Yellow-Red-Blue-Green-Purple-Orange
Optional: incorporate prints with: polka dots / stripes / checks / stars / hearts / plaids
Background fabric is black

Large Triangle A:

Cut 2-47/8" squares cross cut once =4 black A

Cut 1 each - 4 7/8” square each print, cross cut once = 2 each of 4 prints A
Small Triangle B:

Cut 2 -3 7/8" square cross cut once =4 black B
Cut 13 7/8" square each print, cross cut once =2 each 4 prints B

Directions: (all seams are % inch, dark thread recommended)
Step 1 Position pieces as shown in diagram
Step2 Sew 4 black comer A triangles to each of 4 print A triangles. Press seams to the dark side and return to position.
Step3 Sew 4 black B triangles to 4 print B triangles. Sew center 4 B triangles together in pairs. Check to be sure you sew th
correct sides together on each set as in diagram.
Step4 Press all seams to the dark side. Retum to layout position.
Step5 Sew joined B triangles to print A triangles for 4 side blocks. Sew center 2 B sets together.
Press as before. Retumn to (correct) layout position.
Step 6 Sew second row of blocks to first row, then 37 row to second. Press to set seams.
Step 7 Fold opposite directions and sew top row to middle row then middle to bottom row. Press block fiat.
